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Suzanne LaLonde, Associate Professor of French and Cultural Studies at the University of Texas Rio Grande Valley, teaches French Literature and French Cultural History, as well as themed courses in the Medical and Environmental Humanities, while also directing the Medical Humanities Major and Minor programs. Her research interests center on the cultural history of Paris; Francophone literature portraying colonization and environmental degradation; and the intersection between trauma, resilience, and the literary arts. In 2021, she published Paris and It Revolutionary Ideas (Cognella Academic Press), while her other book Trauma, Post-traumatic Growth, and World Literature (Routledge) was published in May 2022. She has also published over 15 refereed pieces, including two book chapters, such as “The Plague and Dr. Rieux’s Metaphysical and Narrative Chronicle” in The Health Humanities and Camus’s The Plague in 2019 and “Healing and Post-Traumatic Growth” in Trauma and Literature Cambridge Critical Concepts in 2018. Her article “Cultural Trauma Studies and Post-traumatic Protests” is forthcoming in Fall 2025 in the journal Literature and Medicine.
